Imperfect contrition is sorrow because of the loss of Heaven and the pains of Hell, perfect contrition is when you are sorry for your sins because they offend God. In these times when there is no sacramental confession we must ask the Blessed Virgin for the grace of perfect contrition to get back into a state of grace.
