“The thoughts of the just are judgments: and the counsels of the wicked are deceitful.”

“There are many thoughts in the heart of a man: but the will of the Lord shall stand firm.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Proverbs 22:17, 20 > 
“Apply thy heart to My doctrine ... Behold I have described it to thee three manner of ways, in thoughts and knowledge.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Wisdom 1:3 > 
“For perverse thoughts separate from God: and His power, reproveth the unwise.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Wisdom 1:5 > 
“For the Holy Spirit of discipline will flee from the deceitful, and will withdraw himself from thoughts that are without understanding, and He shall not abide when iniquity cometh in.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 55:7 > 
“Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unjust man his thoughts, and let him return 
to the Lord.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 55:9 > 
“For as the heavens are exalted above the earth, so are My ways exalted above your ways, and My thoughts above your thoughts.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 65:2 >

Catholic writing of Saint Matthew 9:4 > 
“And Jesus seeing their thoughts, said: Why do you think evil in your hearts?”

“And Jesus knowing their thoughts, said to them: Every kingdom divided against itself shall be made desolate: and every city or house divided against itself shall not stand.”

"Turn ye from your evil ways, and from your wicked thoughts: but they did not give ear, neither did they hearken to Me, saith the Lord."
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Tobias 13:8 > 
"Be converted therefore, ye sinners, and do justice before God, believing that He will shew His mercy to you."

Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Ezechiel 18:27 > 
“And when the wicked turneth himself away from his wickedness, which he hath wrought, and doeth judgment, and justice: he shall save his soul alive.”
