Pope Pius IX, Quanta Cura, Condemning Current Errors, 8 Dec 1864, Paragraph 6 > 
"Therefore, by our Apostolic authority, we reprobate, proscribe, and condemn all the singular and evil opinions and doctrines severally mentioned in this letter, and will and command that they be thoroughly held by all children of the Catholic Church as reprobated, proscribed and condemned." (No “religious freedom” here)


Vatican Council of 1870, Session 3, Chapter 3 On Faith, Paragraphs 8-9 -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"Wherefore, by Divine and Catholic Faith all those things are to be believed ... which are proposed by the Church as matters to be believed as Divinely revealed (...) Since, then, without Faith it is impossible to please God and reach the fellowship of His sons and daughters, it follows that no one can ever achieve justification without it, neither can anyone attain eternal life unless he or she perseveres in it to the end."(No “religious freedom” here)


Pope Saint Leo the Great, Doctor of the Church, 440-461 A.D. >

Pope Leo X, Fifth Lateran Council, Session 8, 1513 A.D. -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"And since truth cannot contradict truth, we define that every statement contrary to the enlightened truth of the faith is totally false and we strictly forbid teaching otherwise to be permitted. We decree that all those who cling to erroneous statements of this kind, thus sowing heresies which are wholly condemned, should be avoided in every way and punished as detestable and odious heretics and infidels who are undermining the Catholic faith." Catholic writing of 2 Corinthians 11:13-15 > 
"For they are false apostles, deceitful workers, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ. And no wonder, for Satan himself disguises himself as an angel of light. Therefore, it is no great thing if his ministers disguise themselves as ministers of justice."   (No “religious freedom here)

Catholic writing of Apocalypse 22:15 > 
"Outside are dogs, and sorcerers, and the unchaste, and murderers, and servers of idols, and every one who loves and makes a lie." (No “religious freedom” here)


Vatican Council of 1870, Session 2, Profession of Faith, Pope Pius IX -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"This true Catholic Faith, outside of which none can be saved, which I now freely profess and truly hold, is what I shall steadfastly maintain and confess, by the help of God, in all its completeness and purity until my dying breath, and I shall do my best to ensure that all others do the same. This is what I, the same Pius, promise, vow and swear."   (No “religious freedom here)

Catholic writing of 1 Saint John 2:19 > 
"They went out from us, but they were not of us. For if they had been of us, they would no doubt have remained with us."   (No “religious freedom” here)

Pope Boniface VIII, Unam Sanctum, 1302 A.D. -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"There is only one Catholic Church; this we firmly believe and profess without qualification. Outside this Church there is no salvation nor remission of sin. For at the time of the Deluge there existed only one Ark, the figure of the one Church. And all things outside this Ark perished."(No “religious freedom” here)


Fifth Lateran Council, Session 11, Pope Leo X, 19 Dec 1516 -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"For, regulars and seculars, prelates and subjects, exempt and non-exempt, belong to the one universal Church, outside of which no one at all is saved, and they all have one Lord and one faith."   (No “religious freedom” here)Booklet addition - 11
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Council of Florence, Session 11, Pope Eugene IV, 1442 A.D. -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma >
