“They who in a good and perfect heart, hearing the word, keep it, and bring forth 
fruit in patience.”

“But we are not the children of withdrawing unto perdition, but of faith to the saving 
of the soul.”

25:  "Yet that, which you have, hold fast till I come." 
26:  "And he that shall overcome, and keep my works unto the end, I will give him power

         over the nations."

“But he that keepeth His word, in Him in very deed the charity of God is perfected.”
Catholic writing of 2 John 1:9 > 
“Whosoever revolteth, and continueth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God.”

“By which also you are saved, if you hold fast after what manner I preached unto you.”
Catholic writing of Ephesians 5:5-9 > 
5:  "For know you this and understand, that no fornicator, or unclean, or covetous
       Person ... hath inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God." 
6:  "Let no man deceive you with vain words. For because of these things cometh the anger

       of God upon the children of unbelief."   (Note: one cannot fall back into unbelief)
7:  "Be ye not therefore partakers with them." 
8:  "For you were heretofore darkness, but now light in the Lord. Walk then as children of

       the light." 

Catholic writing of 2 Peter 2:20 > 
"For if, flying from the pollutions of the world, through the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they be again entangled in them and overcome: their latter state is become unto them worse than the former."
Catholic writing of 2 Corinthians 5:9-10 > 
9:  "And therefore we labour, whether absent or present, to please Him." 
10:  "For we must all be manifested before the judgement seat of Christ, that every one may

         receive the proper things of the body, according as he hath done, whether it be 
         good or evil." 

Catholic writing of Luke 8:11, 13-15, 25-26, 30 > 
11:  "Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God." 
13:  "Now they upon the rock, are they who when they hear, receive the word with joy: 

         and these have no roots; for they believe for a while, and in time of temptation, 
         they fall away." 
14:  "For even as a man going into a far country, called his servants, and delivered to them

         his goods." 
15:  "And to one he gave five talents, and to another two, and to another one, to every one

         according to his proper ability." 
25:  "And being afraid I went and hid thy talent in the earth: behold here thou hast that

         which is thine." 
26:  "And his lord answering, said to him: Wicked and slothful servant." 
30:  "And the unprofitable servant cast ye out into the exterior darkness. There shall be

         weeping and gnashing of teeth." 

Catholic writing of Matthew 19:16-17 > 
16:  "And behold one came and said to him: Good master, what good shall I do that I may

         have life everlasting?" 
17:  "Who said to him ... But if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments." 

Catholic writing of 2 Peter 2:21 > 
"For, that of the true proverb has happened to them: The dog is returned to his vomit: and, The sow that was washed, to her wallowing in the mire."
Catholic writing of Romans 11:20, 22 > 
20:  "Well: because of unbelief they were broken off. But thou standest by faith: be not

         highminded, but fear." 
22:  "See then the goodness and the severity of God: towards them indeed that are fallen,

         the severity; but towards thee, the goodness of God, if thou abide in goodness,

         otherwise thou also shalt be cut off."
Catholic writing of 1 Corinthians 6:9-11 > 
9:  "Know you not that the unjust shall not possess the Kingdom of God? Do not err:

       neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers." 
10: "Nor the effeminate, nor liers with mankind, nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards,

        nor railers, nor extortioners, shall possess the Kingdom of God." 
11: "And such some of you were; but you are washed, but you are sanctified, but you are

        justified in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the Spirit of our God."
Catholic writing of Galatians 5:19-21 > 
19:  "Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are fornication, uncleanness,

        immodesty, luxury." 
20:  "Idolatry, witchcrafts, enmities, contentions, emulations, wraths, quarrels, 
         dissensions, sects." 
21:  "Envies, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like. Of the which I foretell you, 

         as I have foretold to you, that they who do such things shall not obtain the 
         kingdom of God."
Catholic writing of 1 Corinthians 9:24-27 > 
24:  "Know you not that they that run in the race, all run indeed, but one receiveth the

         prize? So run that you may obtain." 
25:  "And every one that striveth for the mastery, refraineth himself from all things: and they

         indeed that they may receive a corruptible crown; but we an incorruptible one." 
26:  "I therefore so run, not as at an uncertainty: I so fight, not as one beating the air." 
27:  "But I chastise my body, and bring it into subjection: lest perhaps, when I have

         preached to others, I myself should become a castaway."
Catholic writing of Romans 2:7 > 
"To them indeed, who according to patience in good work, seek glory and honour and incorruption, eternal life." 

Catholic writing of Romans 8:12-13 > 
12:  "Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh." 
13:  "For if you live according to the flesh, you shall die: but if by the Spirit you mortify the

         deeds of the flesh, you shall live." 

Catholic writing of Romans 2:13 
"For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified."    (Note: sitting around saying “I’m saved” violates this scripture)
Catholic writing of Saint Luke 21:34-36 > 
34:  "And take heed to yourselves, lest perhaps your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting

         and drunkenness, and the cares of this life, and that day come upon you suddenly." 
35:  "For as a snare shall it come upon all that sit upon the face of the whole earth." 
36:  "Watch ye, therefore, praying at all times, that you may be accounted worthy to

         escape all these things that are to come, and to stand before the Son of Man."
Catholic writing of Apocalypse 3:11-12 > 
11:  "Behold, I come quickly: hold fast that which thou hast, that no man take thy crown." 
12:  "He that shall overcome, I will make him a pillar in the temple of my God." 

Catholic writing of 2 Timothy 4:6-7 > 
6:  "For I am even now ready to be sacrificed: and the time of my dissolution is at hand." 
7:  "I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith."
Catholic writing of Saint James 1:12 > 
"Blessed is the man that endureth temptation; for when he hath been proved, he shall receive a crown of life, which God hath promised to them that love him."
Catholic writing of Mark 13:35-37 > 
35:  "Watch ye therefore, (for you know not when the lord of the house cometh: at even,

         or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning)." 
36:  "Lest coming on a sudden, he find you sleeping." 
37:  "And what I say to you, I say to all: Watch." 

Catholic writing of 1 Timothy 4:16 > 
"Take heed to thyself and to doctrine: be earnest in them. For in doing this thou shalt both save thyself and them that hear thee." 

Catholic writing of Saint John 3:36 > 
"He that believeth not the Son, shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him."
(Note: such as not believing these persevering scriptures)
