Prophesies of Jesus Christ (the Messiah) ... Abraham covenant writings

Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Proverbs 30:4 >  
“Who hath ascended up into Heaven, and descended ?  What is His name, and what is the name of His Son, if thou knowest ?”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Daniel 9:26 > 
“Christ shall be slain: and the people that shall deny Him shall not be His.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Sophonius 3:8 > 
“Expect me, saith the Lord, in the day of my resurrection that is to come ... to assemble the Gentiles, and to gather the kingdoms.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Wisdom 18:15 > 
“Thy almighty Word leapt down from Heaven from Thy royal throne, as a fierce conqueror into the midst of the land of destruction.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 7:14 > 
“Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign. Behold a virgin shall conceive, and bear a Son, and His name shall be called Emmanuel.”
Note:  The word “virgin” is often corrupted to “woman” ... but a woman bearing a son ... is not “a sign”.

Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Ezechiel 44:2 > 
“The Lord said to me: This gate shall be shut, it shall not be opened, and no man shall pass through it: because the Lord the God of Israel hath entered in by it, and it shall be shut.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 66:9 > 
“Shall not I that make others to bring forth children, Myself bring forth, saith the Lord ? 
Shall I, that give generation to others, be barren, saith the Lord thy God ?”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Ecclesiasticus 24:15 > 
“And so was I established in Sion, and in the holy city likewise I rested, and My power 
was in Jerusalem.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Psalm 2:7-8 > 
“The Lord hath said to Me: Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten Thee.”
Note:  The Messiah true God ... made true man (Divine Person) by the Holy Spirit and Blessed Virgin.

Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Daniel 7:13 > 
“I beheld therefore in the vision of the night, and lo, one like the Son of Man came with the clouds of Heaven, and He came even to the Ancient of days.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Ecclesiasticus 24:12-13 > 
12: “Then the Creator of all things commanded, and said to me: and He that made 

        me, rested in my tabernacle,” 
13:  “And He said to me: Let thy dwelling be in Jacob, and thy inheritance in Israel, and 
        take root in My elect.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Daniel 3:92 > 
“Behold, I see four men loose, and walking in the midst of the fire, and there is no hurt in them, and the form of the fourth is like the Son of God.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Habacuc 3:18 > 
“But I will rejoice in the Lord: and I will joy in God my Jesus.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Wisdom 2:18 > 
“For if He be the true Son of God, He will defend Him, and will deliver Him from the hands 
of His enemies.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Micheas 5:2 > 
“And thou, Bethlehem Ephrata, art a little one among the thousands of Juda: out of thee 
shall He come forth unto Me that is to be the ruler in Israel: and His going forth is from 
the beginning, from the days of eternity.”

Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Genesis 1:26 > 
“Let us make man to our image and likeness.”
Note:  God is the only Creator ... He refers to Himself as more than one Person.
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Genesis 3:22 > 
“And he said: Behold Adam is become as one of us, knowing good and evil.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Genesis 18:1-3 > 
Note: God visits Abraham and He is Three Persons
1: “And the Lord appeared to him in the vale of Mambre ...” 
2: “He had lifted up his eyes, there appeared to him Three Men standing near to him ... 
      he ran to meet Them from the door of his tent, and adored down to the ground.” 
3: “And he said: Lord, if I have found favour in thy sight, pass not away from thy servant.” 
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Isaias 6:8 > 
“And I heard the voice of the Lord, saying: Whom shall I send? and who shall go for us ?”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Psalm 109:1 > 
“The Lord said to my Lord: Sit thou at my right hand: Until I make thy enemies thy footstool.”

“Therefore hath Hell enlarged her soul, and opened her mouth without any bounds, and their strong ones, and their people, and their high and glorious ones shall go down into it.”

“Who can make him clean that is conceived of unclean seed ? Is it not Thou who only art ?”

“If any man be not expiated after this rite, his soul shall perish out of the midst of the church: because he hath profaned the sanctuary of the Lord, and was not sprinkled with 
the water of purification.”

“Wash me yet more from my iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.”

“And I will espouse thee to Me in faith: and thou shalt know that I am the Lord.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Jeremias 11:6 > 
“And the Lord said to me: Proclaim aloud all these words in the cities of Juda, and in the streets of Jerusalem, saying: Hear ye the words of the covenant, and do them.”
Catholic Faith (pre-fulfillment) writing of Ecclesiasticus 24:32 > 
“All these things are in the book of life, and the covenant of the Most High, and the knowledge of truth.”

“And He gave Him power, and glory, and a Kingdom: and all peoples, tribes and tongues.”
