There are two Magisteriums of the Catholic Church … the Solemn Magisterium and the Ordinary Magisterium. 

The Solemn Magisterium teaching is the infallible Catholic Dogma.

The Ordinary Magisterium is all other writing/teaching of the Catholic Church, from non-Dogmatic sources.

A writing which is part of the Ordinary Magisterium cannot contradict Catholic Dogma established by the 

Solemn Magisterium.
If there is text in a writing from the Ordinary Magisterium which is in conflict with Solemn Magisterium Dogma … Catholic teaching from a Dogmatic Source … then that text must be rejected as not being part of the Ordinary Magisterium of the Church … and is simply rejected as heresy.

Not rejecting text from an Ordinary Magisterium source which is against Solemn Magisterium Dogma does cause the loss of your soul.

An example of this would be a biography or a history book which implies that there is remission of Original Sin without water baptism … text which would be in conflict with all of the Solemn Magisterium Dogma at the beginning of this packet.
Your actions when you see such a thing … by jew-heretic publishers or publishers who claim to be Catholic … is simply reject the text as not being part of the Ordinary Magisterium of the Catholic Church since it is heresy against the Solemn Magisterium Catholic Dogma.
