
1.  Epikeia can only be used against man-made law and discipline, it cannot  be used against the Divine Law (Catholic Dogma).

Summary of Part 1:
It is clear that “epikeia” addresses not keeping to the letter of the law for man-made legislation … where unforeseen circumstances might introduce an injustice if one were to keep to the letter of the law. Also epikeia covers for exceptions since man-made legislation tries to address what commonly happens, man-made law cannot account for all possible occurrences.
Epikeia has no application whatsoever regarding the Divine Law of the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance.
The vatican-2 cult founded in 1965 at the Vatican promotes well over 200 heresies in the vatican-2 documents and heresy in their many other writings, speeches, and actions. The non-Catholic vatican-2 cult clearly cannot grant Catholic jurisdiction since they are not the Catholic Church because they are not Catholic in Faith. Both clergy and faithful, of whatever rite and dignity, both singly and collectively, are bound to submit to this power by the duty of hierarchical subordination and true obedience, and this not only in matters concerning faith and morals, but also in those which regard the discipline and government of the Church throughout the world.”

The non-Catholic vatican-2 cult does not meet this Dogmatic definition because they are a heretical society … and neither does any other group in the world (“sspx”, “sspv”, “cmri”, “Thuc line”, other independents, etc.) that offers a Catholic looking liturgy because this Source of Dogma states that for a group to be a Catholic entity they must  be part of the “primacy of jurisdiction over the whole Church” under the successors of Blessed Apostle Peter.
There is no Apostolic Succession at this time (there are only group leaders of heresies) but the Apostolic Faith (the Catholic Dogma) is still in the world, so the gates of Hell have not prevailed against the Church. The term “gates of Hell” was defined at the Second Council of Constantinople (553 A.D.) by Pope Vigilius > “We bear in mind what was promised about the Holy Church and Him who said the gates of Hell will not prevail against it (by these we understand the death-dealing tongues of heretics).”

The non-Catholic vatican-2 cult does not meet this Dogmatic definition because they are a heretical society … and neither does any other group in the world (“sspx”, “sspv”, “cmri”, “Thuc line”, other independents, etc.) that offers a Catholic looking liturgy, since this Source of Dogma states that for a group to be a Catholic entity they must part of “the whole church militant” under the “true and proper jurisdiction” under the successors of Blessed Peter the Apostle (not in place at this time, lost through heresy).

(3) The Heresy of “Supplied Jurisdiction” ... a non-Catholic Fraud
As seen in Part (2) above, there is one and only one source of Catholic jurisdiction in the world. This one source of jurisdiction is under the See of Peter (not in place or operative at this time), it is hierarchal, and it governs the entire Church around the whole world - these are Dogmatic facts which we must believe to get to Heaven.
So where did the man-made concept of “supplied jurisdiction” come from. Where did the notion come from that the people “supply jurisdiction” to clerics in “times of emergency” or the Church somehow “supplies jurisdiction” in a way which is in violation of the jurisdiction and governance Dogma cited in Part (2)?  This is the question answered by the research below.

My search of the Catholic Church Council writings and search of the Denzinger Sources of Catholic Dogma revealed that the concept of “supplied jurisdiction” is absolutely nowhere in Council writings, and nowhere in the Denzinger Sources of Catholic Dogma ... there is not a single occurrence in any of the Church’s official (Dogmatic) teaching. We’ll see later that it came from man-made canon law. 
The search of the Church’s dogmatic sources ... for “supplied jurisdiction” was done as follows:

I placed the text of the Catholic Church’s world-wide Councils into a single MS-word document which numbered to 538 pages and did the following word searches related to “supplied jurisdiction” ... with the following results:
Searched on   -->   "supplied jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "jurisdiction is supplied by the Church"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "the Church supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "Church supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence
Next, I placed the entire text of Denzinger, Sources of Catholic Dogma (2333 articles), into a single MS-word document which numbered to 408 pages and did the following word searches related to “supplied jurisdiction” ... with the following results:
Searched on   -->   "supplied jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "jurisdiction is supplied by the Church"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "the Church supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence 
Searched on   -->   "Church supplies jurisdiction"   -->   not a single occurrence
If “supplied jurisdiction” was a teaching of the Catholic Church it most certainly would have to turn up in the above searches of these Catholic writings ... at least once ... somewhere.
“Supplied jurisdiction” is nowhere in formal Catholic teaching, so where did it come from? It came from man-made Canon Law in 1917  -- which cannot be used to go against the Divine Law on Jurisdiction and Governance. Canon law can only support and defend the Divine Law. If a canon law goes against the Divine Law it must be regarded as heresy.  There is a hierarchy of laws.

The above search result, and the fact that the whole concept of a “supplied jurisdiction” … is against the Catholic Sources of Dogma which address Jurisdiction and Governance, we can see clearly that “supplied jurisdiction” is a non-Catholic fiction and hoax. Since it isn’t Catholic it must, by definition, be from Hell for the damnation of human souls. Part (6) of this packet supplies more detail on the “supplied jurisdiction” heresy.

Since the “supplied jurisdiction” myth is completely opposed to the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance as seen in Part (2) ... and based on not finding “supplied jurisdiction” in the official writings of the Catholic Church, it is obvious that any organization functioning via “supplied jurisdiction” is in heresy against the Jurisdiction Dogma, and cannot be a Catholic entity. 
Since “supplied jurisdiction” is against the Dogma, any “canon law” that discusses or uses the concept of “supplied jurisdiction” is heresy and not Catholic teaching. Parts (6) and (7) of this packet have more detail on canon law as related to this subject, and how and why this heresy is in the 1917 Code. Again, Canon Law cannot be used to go against Catholic Dogma.
It must already be conceded that the concept of “supplied jurisdiction” is heresy based on the Sources of Dogma cited in Part (2) of this packet, but just the same, it was instructive to run the above searches of the Catholic writings.

We are all aware of the instances where priests secretly went into England to bring the Sacraments to the English who had lost their local hierarchy to the “anglican” heresy. Similar situations have probably happened in Church history ... but situations like these cannot be used to justify setting up Catholic looking liturgies against the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma.

(The Catholic Church unfulfilled wrote the Old Testament and … fulfilled wrote the New Testament)
Catholic writing of Ecclesiasticus 34:21-23 > 
"The offering of him that sacrificeth of a thing wrongfully gotten, is stained, and the mockeries of the unjust are not acceptable. The Lord is only for them that wait upon Him in the way of truth and justice. The most High approveth not the gifts of the wicked: neither hath He respect to the oblations of the unjust, nor will He be pacified for sins by the multitude of their sacrifices."
Note 1: 
The mockery of “offering sacrifice” against the Catholic Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma is condemned by God in this Catholic writing. The illegal “offering” is not “waiting upon Him in the way of truth” because the way of truth is the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance (for the subject at hand).

Note 2: 
The vatican-2 meeting halls, with the avalanche of heresy of the vatican-2 cult is clearly non-Catholic, and therefore also offer “mockeries of the unjust”. This is the case with all groups in the world that have Catholic looking liturgy.

Introduction: 

The Catholic Dogma regarding automatic excommunication for heresy and automatic excommunication for participation in a heretical society has, like other Catholic Dogma, been fiercely attacked, buried, and obfuscated during the last 100 years.

Automatic excommunication applies to: a baptized person who is in heresy against any Catholic Dogma or anyone who physically participates in a heretical society. A heretical society is one which is in violation of any Catholic Dogma by teaching heresy or performing actions contrary to Catholic Dogma.
The vatican-2 cult is clearly a heretical society with well over 200 heresies in the vatican-2 documents which targets the Catholic Dogma across a wide range of subjects. (6)  Canon Law cannot be used to violate ... Council established Divine Law 
(the Catholic Dogma) on Jurisdiction and Governance
Canon Law (man-made) cannot be used to go against or ignore Catholic Dogmatic Decrees (Divine Law) on any subject which is covered in the Divine Law. The subject of Jurisdiction and Governance of the Catholic Church is covered in the Divine Law. 

The first section of this Part 6 shows the general deception of trying to use Canon Law to violate the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma. The second section of this part has 20 quotes from Peter Scott and Bernard Tissier in their attempt to justify violating Catholic Dogma of the Holy Spirit using man-made Canon Law. There is a hierarchy of laws we must keep to.  
The Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance, shown in Part (2) of this packet, was defined at the Council of Florence and the Vatican Council of 1870. Using man-made canon law to go against Dogma of the Holy Spirit is a sin against the First Commandment - a sin against the Faith - which causes your automatic excommunication.

Set up Catholic looking stage shows:

First Book, General Norms, 

Title 1 - On Ecclesiastical Laws, Canon 20

Canon 20:

“If on a given matter there is lacking an express prescription of law, whether general or particular, the rule is to be surmised, unless it concerns the application of a penalty, from laws laid down in similar cases; (then) from the general principles of law observed with canonical equity; (then) from the style and practice of the Roman Curia; and (finally) from the common and constant opinions of the doctors.”

Catholic refutation:

1. Regarding the text: “If on a given matter there is lacking an express prescription of law” --> There is not in anyway a “lacking of express law” regarding Jurisdiction and Governance of the Catholic Church. These express laws (both general and particular) are covered in the Divine Law (the Catholic Dogma) from the Council of Florence and the Vatican Council of 1870 which address Jurisdiction and Governance. Please see Section 87 of the website.

2. Regarding the text: “canonical equity” (also called epikeia) --> Canonical equity can only be used against man-made law (i.e. not keeping to the letter of man-made law) it cannot be used against the Divine Law (to not keep to the letter of the Divine Law, the Catholic Dogma). So the man-made concept of “canonical equity” cannot be used against the Catholic defined Dogma which addresses Jurisdiction and Governance.

3. Regarding the text: “unless it concerns the application of a penalty” --> “Canonical equity” is only used for issues specifically related to “application of a penalty” ...  this is the only context in which “canonical equity” can be employed “from the general principles of law”. In this Canon 20, the phrase (canonical equity, also called “epikeia”) is not even attempting to apply epikeia to the Catholic Dogma regarding Jurisdiction or Governance (which it can’t legally do anyway). Trying to apply this Canon 20 to Catholic jurisdiction and governance is completely fraudulent.
4. The Divine Law (the Dogma) regarding jurisdiction and governance clearly states that the Catholic Church is a single entity, of one jurisdiction and governance around the whole world under the See of Peter. 

If a group does not meet this definition of jurisdiction and governance (and none do) then they are not a Catholic entity. The vatican-2 heretic cult (founded in 1965) doesn’t because vatican-2 is clearly a heretical society with over 200 heresies in the vatican-2 documents. And groups which are not under a single governance under the See of Peter around the whole world do not meet this definition (sspx, sspv, Thuc line, cmri, other independents, etc.) so that they cannot be Catholic entities.

Title 5, On Ordinary and Delegated Power, Canon 209

Canon 209:

“In common error or in positive or probable doubt about either law or fact, the Church supplies jurisdiction: for both the external and internal forum.”

Catholic refutation:

1. There is no “common error” (among the people) and there is “no probable doubt” (among the people), regarding the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance which is clearly listed in the Council of Florence and the Vatican Council of 1870 ... so this canon cannot be applied to any matters related to jurisdiction and governance (which it cannot since Canon Law is 
man-made law while the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance is Divine Law).
2. Regarding the text: “positive or probable doubt” --> This Canon 209 contains the heresy of “supplied jurisdiction”, a lie against the Faith as shown in Parts (2) and (3) of this packet. Also, it is lying that there is “positive or probable doubt” regarding the defined Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. The Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma has been clearly defined at the Council of Florence and the Vatican Council of 1870. There is one and only one source of Catholic jurisdiction and that is hierarchically under the See of Peter -- since this source of jurisdiction does not exist at this time (the vatican-2 cult cannot grant Catholic jurisdiction), there is no Catholic jurisdiction in the world in these times. This is a punishment we are under from God for our sins and negligence’s. 
3. Regarding the text: “common error” --> Also, there is no “common error” with Catholics who care enough to take 5 minutes to read the un-ambiguous Dogmatic decrees regarding Jurisdiction and Governance, which were covered five times at the Vatican Council of 1870 because God knew that groups would set up non-jurisdictional entities after vatican-2.
4. Title 5, On Ordinary and Delegated Power, Canon 207

Canon 207:

“§ 1. Delegated power is extinguished by completion of the mandate; (likewise) by the elapse of time; (likewise) by exhaustion of the number of cases for which it was granted, by the cessation of the final cause of the delegation, by revocation of the one delegating directly communicated to the delegate, or by resignation of the one delegated communicated directly to the one delegating and accepted by him, but not by the loss of authority on the part of the one delegating, except for the two cases mentioned in Canon 61.

§ 2. But for power granted for the internal forum, an act placed inadvertently after the elapse of time or exhaustion of the number of cases is valid.

§ 3. When there are several delegated collegially, if one ceases (to have power), the delegation of the others also ceases, unless something else is shown by the tenor of the delegation.”

Catholic refutation:

1. Regarding the text: “Delegated power” --> This reference to “delegated power” is for completion of an assigned task or activity, the “delegated power” has nothing to do with the Catholic Dogma regarding Jurisdiction and Governance which is unchanging and unchangeable.  
2. The Catholic Sacraments, including the Mass, are legally dispensed only in accordance with the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. So that the “delegated power” that is being referred to here cannot possibly mean that this “delegated power” is to be applied to the Sacraments ... or “employed” to ignore the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma.
3. The “delegated power” discussed here is something which lapses (comes to an end) so it must be referring to tasks, work groups, disciplinary actions, etc., and not to the Sacraments which are governed by the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma.

Title 4 - On Penance, 

Chapter 1 - On the Minister of the Sacrament of Penance, Canon 882 

Canon 882:
“In danger of death all priests and bishops, even those not approved for confessions, validly and licitly absolve all penitents whatsoever of all sins and censures whatsoever, no matter how reserved or notorious, even if there is present an approved priest, with due regard for the prescription of Canons 884 and 2252.”

Catholic refutation:

1. This canon is heresy against the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance as listed in the Council of Florence and the Vatican Council of 1870. These dogmatic decrees state that Catholic jurisdiction and governance have one and only one source - under the See of Peter hierarchically, throughout the whole world. 

2. The Catholic teaching regarding confession when there is no priest available is outlined on Section 10.2 of the website. Confessing your sins to God, with perfect contrition (sorrow for sins because they offend God), together with the intention of going to sacramental confession when it becomes available places the soul back into a state of grace. For the person in danger of death the availability of sacramental confession will most likely not take place but this cannot change the Catholic Dogma. 
The Catholic teaching addressing the non-availability of confession is taught three times by the Council of Trent. God knew we were going to be in the situation we are in now regarding the loss of the Vatican and loss of all Catholic clergy so that sacramental confession would not be available ... and God does not command impossibilities in terms of getting to Heaven. 

3. God informs us via the Council of Trent that we are not to go to non-jurisdictional entities for “confession”, since there is no such thing as forgiveness of sins outside of the Catholic Church (citation following Trent citations). The Trent citations are:
Council of Trent, Fourteenth Session, Chapter 4, On Contrition > 
“It sometimes happens that this contrition is perfect through charity, and reconciles man with God before this sacrament be actually received, the said reconciliation, nevertheless, is not to be ascribed to that contrition, independently of the desire of the sacrament which is included therein.”
Council of Trent, Sixth Session, Chapter 14, on Justification > 
“Whence it is to be taught, that the penitence of a Christian, after his fall, is very different from that at (his) baptism; and that therein are included not only a cessation from sins ... but also the sacramental confession of the said sins, at least in desire, and to be made in its season, and sacerdotal absolution; and likewise satisfaction by fasts, alms, prayers, and the other pious exercises of a spiritual life; not indeed for the eternal punishment, which is, together with the guilt, remitted, either by the sacrament, or by the desire of the sacrament, but for the temporal punishment.”
By this teaching from the Council of Trent if we intend to go to sacramental confession when it becomes available, and have perfect contrition in confessing our sins directly to God our souls are placed back into a state of grace.
And lastly on this point, the Catholic Church has defined that there is no remission of sins outside of the Catholic Church. 
So there is no remission of sins in the vatican-2 heretic cult or in any of the groups which are in heresy against the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma. 
By the below Ex-Cathedra statement there is no sacramental absolution of sins in the vatican-2 cult or in the Dogma violating non-jurisdictional groups (sspx, sspv, Thuc line, cmri, other independents, etc.)

Fifth Book, On Delicts and Penalties, Second Part - On penalties,

Section 2 - On penalties in specific,

Title 8 - On medicinal penalties or censures,

Chapter 1 - On censures in general, Canon 2252

Canon 2252:

“Those constituted in danger of death can receive from a priest, without special faculties, absolution from any censure of man or from a censure most specially reserved to the Apostolic See, (but) are bound after recovering by the obligation of taking recourse under pain of reincidence to him who passed the censure, if it concerned a censure of man; (similarly) to the 
S. Penitentiary or to a Bishop or another endowed with the faculty according to the norm of Canon 2254, § 1, if it was a 
censure of law; and they must obey his mandates.”

Catholic refutation:

1. A “censure” in the Catholic Church is a penalty. The subject of this Canon 2252 is about lifting of penalties -- it has absolutely nothing to do with ... in danger of death sacramental confession. Even if it did, it can’t be used to legislate against the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma defined in the Councils of Florence and Vatican 1870. Please see previous record regarding Canon 882. 

2. What this canon is referring to (in all likelihood) is the the Bull: Apostolicae Sedis Moderationi of Pius IX (1846-78) which regulates anew the system of censures and reservations in the Catholic Church.

Canon 2261:

“§ 1. One excommunicated is prohibited from confecting and administering licitly the Sacraments and Sacramentals, except for the exceptions that follow:

§ 2. The faithful, with due regard for the prescription of Para 3, can for any just cause seek the Sacraments and Sacramentals from one excommunicated, especially if other ministers are lacking, and then the one who is excommunicate and approached can administer these and is under no obligation of inquiring the reasons from the one requesting.

§ 3. But from a banned excommunicate and from others excommunicated after a condemnatory or declaratory sentence has come, only the faithful in danger of death can ask for sacramental absolution according to the norm of Canons 882 and 2252 and even, if other ministers are lacking, other Sacraments and Sacramentals.”

Catholic refutation:

1. This man-made Canon 2261 is in heresy against of the Divine Law, the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. 
2. If someone is automatically excommunicated for heresy for going against even one of the Dogmas of the Church, he is spiritually outside of the Catholic Church so he cannot minister the Sacraments of the Church.

“§ 1. Delegated jurisdiction or permission for hearing confession can be granted within certain established bounds.

§ 2. Nevertheless, local Ordinaries and religious Superiors should take care lest jurisdiction or permission be unduly limited without reasonable cause.”

Catholic refutation:

1. Delegated jurisdiction as opposed to Ordinary jurisdiction of a geographical bishop, can be granted by a local Ordinary. This canon does not apply to anyone in the world at this time, since there are no Ordinaries in the hierarchical structure under the See of Peter (the vatican-2 cult does not have the Papacy only the Catholic Church has the Papacy (not filled at this time)) to grant delegated jurisdiction.

1. In danger of death marriage is contracted validly and licitly in the presence only of witnesses; and outside of dangers of death provided it is prudently foreseen that this condition will perdure for a month;

2. In either case, if another priest can be present, he shall be called and together with the witnesses must assist at marriage, with due regard for conjugal validity solely in the presence of witnesses.”
Catholic refutation:

1. This Canon 1098 is in the context of Ordinaries and priests who do have normal jurisdiction in accordance with the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance.

2. It is simply stating that a stand-in priest can be used for a marriage, or the marriage can be performed with witnesses only.

The Dogma states that Catholic jurisdiction and governance have one and only one source - under the See of Peter hierarchically, throughout the whole world. A non-jurisdictional priest does not have the spiritual power from God to absolve sins. Repeated from canon 882 section, above:
2. The Catholic teaching regarding confession when there is no priest available is outlined on Section 10.2 of the website. Confessing your sins to God, with perfect contrition (sorrow for sins because they offend God), together with the intention of going to sacramental confession when it becomes available places the soul back into a state of grace. This is taught three times by the Council of Trent. God knew we were going to be in the situation we’re in now regarding the loss of the Vatican and Catholic clergy ... and God does not command impossibilities in terms of getting to Heaven. 

3. God is telling us via the Council of Trent that we are not to go to non-jurisdictional entities for “confession”, there is no such thing as forgiveness of sins outside of the Catholic Church. The Trent citations are:

Council of Trent, Fourteenth Session, Chapter 4, On Contrition > 
“It sometimes happen that this contrition is perfect through charity, and reconciles man with God before this sacrament be actually received, the said reconciliation, nevertheless, is not to be ascribed to that contrition, independently of the desire of the sacrament which is included therein.”
Council of Trent, Sixth Session, Chapter 14, on Justification > 
“Whence it is to be taught, that the penitence of a Christian, after his fall, is very different from that at (his) baptism; and that therein are included not only a cessation from sins ... but also the sacramental confession of the said sins, at least in desire, and to be made in its season, and sacerdotal absolution; and likewise satisfaction by fasts, alms, prayers, and the other pious exercises of a spiritual life; not indeed for the eternal punishment, which is, together with the guilt, remitted, either by the sacrament, or by the desire of the sacrament, but for the temporal punishment.”
By this teaching from the Council of Trent if we intend to go to sacramental confession when it becomes available, and have perfect contrition in confessing our sins directly to God our souls are placed back into a state of grace.

Again, there is no remission of sins outside of the Catholic Church, so there is no remission of sins in the vatican-2 heretic cult or in any of the groups in heresy against the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma.

Catholic refutation:

1. This “Canon 1335” is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. The Church teaching regarding confession and contrition when there are no Catholic bishops or priests available (as is the case in these times) is stated in the Council of Trent as shown above (under “Canon 976”).
2. Automatically excommunicated group leaders of the vatican-2 cult do not have the sacramental power to absolve sins. Why is Bernard Tissier speaking in terms which are completely foreign to the teachings of the Catholic Church? Does he have the best interests of your immortal soul at heart?
There are no Catholic priests in the groups which are in heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance, they are simply group leaders for non-Catholic heretical societies. Similarly there are no Catholic priests in the vatican-2 cult.
--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 2:

“The bishops of the Society, they say, did not receive their authority from the Holy Father.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 2:

Tissier is in heresy here against all the Catholic Dogma which addresses automatic excommunication for heresy. Tissier is committing a deception here by saying that automatically excommunicated heretics, the vatican-2 cult group leaders are in the Catholic Church. By doing this Tissier is in fact endorsing all of the outrageous heresy which is in the “vatican-2 council” documents ... heresies which are enforced on our formerly Catholic properties. Why would Bernard Tissier do such a thing? 
Selected heresies of Ratzinger and Wojtyla are listed in Sections 12.6 and 12.7 of Immaculata-one.com, in addition to the fact that they enforced and supported the vatican-2 document heresies for decades. These actions, and their physical participation in the vatican-2 cult cause the automatic removal of their souls from the Catholic Church.
Second Council of Constantinople, 553 A.D. > 
"The heretic, even though he has not been condemned formally by any individual, in reality brings anathema on himself, having cut himself off from the way of truth by his heresy."
Council of Florence, Session 11, 4 February 1442 A.D. > 
"The Holy Roman Church ... condemns, reproves, anathematizes and declares to be outside the body of Christ, which is the Church, whoever holds opposing or contrary views."
There are no Catholic bishops in the groups which are in heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance, they are simply group leaders for non-Catholic heretical societies. Similarly there are no Catholic bishops in the vatican-2 cult.

Heresy/error/deception ... No. 3:
“It has not received it (jurisdiction) by delegation or by mandate of the Sovereign Pontiff or the diocesan bishops or of regularly appointed parish priests.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 3:

Tissier’s heresy here, against the Catholic Dogma of automatic excommunication for heresy, is that he is saying that the vatican-2 group leaders (who are dressed like Catholic bishops and who reside in buildings that have Catholic signs) are in the Catholic Church. It couldn’t be clearer that the vatican-2 cult is a heretical society and its participants are automatically excommunicated for heresy by their very participation. There are well over 200 heresies in the “vatican-2 council” documents, and yet Tissier is amazingly saying that the vatican-2 cult is a Catholic organization.
More deception in this statement by Tissier: The vatican-2 cult does not have a “Sovereign Pontiff” the vatican-2 jew-heretic cult does not have the Office of the Papacy, only the Catholic Church has the Office of the Papacy. 

One more error in this statement by Tissier: There are no Catholic bishops in the vatican-2 cult, there are no Catholic diocese in the vatican-2 cult (the word diocese only applies to the Catholic Church), and there are no Catholic priests in the vatican-2 cult.

There are four deceptions and errors against the Catholic Faith in this one sentence by Tissier in addition to his heresy against the Catholic Dogma on automatic excommunication.

Heresy/error/deception ... No. 4:

“You know that for the validity of a confession, the priest must have the power of hearing confessions. He normally receives this power from the bishop, but it is quite obvious that in the present situation this is impossible. Does this mean that our confessions are invalid ? No.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 4:

This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance covered in Part (2) of this packet. The spiritual reality is that the confessions in the sspx and in the vatican-2 cult are invalid, there is no absolution of sins in these non-Catholic groups. The vatican-2 cult is a heretical society so there is no remission of sin there. The sspx is in heresy against the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma so that there is no remission of sin in the sspx. A Catholic dogmatic citation on this is:

Pope Boniface VIII, Unam Sanctam, 18 Nov 1302, Ex-Cathedra > 
"With Faith urging us we are forced to believe and to hold the one, holy, Catholic Church and that, apostolic, and we firmly believe and simply confess this Church outside of which there is no salvation nor remission of sin, the Spouse in the Canticle proclaiming: ‘One is my dove, my perfect one.' "
There are no Catholic priests in the groups which are in heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance, they are simply group leaders for non-Catholic heretical societies. Similarly there are no Catholic bishops in the vatican-2 cult.
--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 5:

“We already resolved this question (are society confessions valid) a long time ago, explaining it to the faithful as a case of necessity.”

Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 5:

This is more heresy from Tissier, by trying to justify “confession” in the sspx he resorts to saying that it is a “case of necessity”. One cannot have recourse to the concept of a “case of necessity” when it is in violation of the Divine Law (the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance). 
The dogmatic Council of Trent in Sessions 6 and 14 describe the true Catholic teaching on what we are to do when sacramental confession is not available. This was outlined on pages 14 and 19 above ... so Tissier is also rejecting long established decrees from the Council of Trent regarding Justification and Contrition.
--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 6:
“This is the case where the Church directly confers jurisdiction on a priest without going through the different degrees of the hierarchy.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 6:

This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance shown in Part (2) of this packet. Tissier is promoting non-Catholic fiction again ... since there is one and only one source of Catholic jurisdiction as defined by the Dogma -- it is a jurisdiction from the See of Peter (not filled at this time), in a single hierarchy, throughout the whole world. 
There is no Catholic teaching anywhere that “the Church directly confers jurisdiction on a priest without going through the different degrees of the hierarchy”.

We are under a punishment from God in these times in that the vatican-2 cult controls our formerly Catholic properties ... this punishment does not mean we can run from and reject the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance.
Another deception here is that Tissier is saying that there are Catholic priests in the sspx. It is a spiritual impossibility that there are Catholic priests in the sspx since they are a non-Catholic entity (like the vatican-2 cult) because they are in violation of Catholic Dogma.

Heresy/error/deception ... No. 7:
“It is the Mystical Body of Our Lord, Our Lord Himself as Head of His Church, which gives jurisdiction to priests in some particular cases.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 7:

This is more heresy against the teaching of Our Lord, the Head of the Church ... Who has given us the Jurisdiction and Governance Dogma of the Catholic Church. This is total rejection of Catholic teaching regarding jurisdiction and governance.
Tissier is deceiving people again by saying that the “Church gives jurisdiction” in “some particular cases” in some manner which violates the Catholic Dogma listed in Part (2) of this packet.

--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 8:
“The reason is that the person is in error in believing he does and that is what we call "common error." In such a situation the Church makes up for the lack of jurisdiction for the good of the faithful.”  
(Tissier comment regarding: a person going to confession to someone who doesn’t have jurisdiction)
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 8:

This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. The truth is the opposite of what Tissier is saying here ... the Church does not “make up for the lack of jurisdiction” because the Church operates in accordance with the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance listed in Part (2) of this packet. What Tissier is saying here is (again) non-Catholic fiction.
Also, there is no such thing as this concept of “common error” regarding jurisdiction and governance anywhere in the Catholic Council writings or in the Denzinger Sources of Catholic Dogma. 
This “common error” fiction is in the man-made Canon Law of 1917. Even if “common error” was formal Catholic teaching (which it isn’t) it could not apply to anyone on matters related to the Divine Law (the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance, for the issue at hand) because the man-made concept of “common error” cannot be used to violate the Dogma.
See Part (7) of this packet as to why there is heresy in the 1917 Code.
--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 9:
More Tissier deception:  “We therefore say ‘Ecclesia supplet’ - ‘the Church supplies’, - when the priest lacks jurisdiction.”
Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 9:

This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance as shown in Part (2) of this packet. The concept of “supplied jurisdiction” is never mentioned in the Catholic worldwide Council writings or in the Denzinger, Sources of Catholic Dogma ... if “supplied jurisdiction” was a Catholic teaching it would have to be in these Catholic writings. Instead we see that the Church teaches exactly the opposite of what Tissier is saying on behalf of the sspx, such as:
Vatican Council of 1870, Chapter 3, Part 2: On the ... primacy of the Roman pontiff > 
"Wherefore we teach and declare that, by Divine ordinance, the Roman Church possesses a pre-eminence of ordinary power over every other church, and that this jurisdictional power of the Roman Pontiff is both episcopal and immediate. Both clergy and faithful, of whatever rite and dignity, both singly and collectively, are bound to submit to this power by the duty of hierarchical subordination and true obedience, and this not only in matters concerning faith and morals, but also in those which regard the discipline and government of the Church throughout the world.”
--  --
Heresy/error/deception ... No. 10:
“Consequently the Church supplies for an absence of jurisdiction. (...) It is for your own good that your priests receive a supplied jurisdiction.”

Catholic correction to heresy/error/deception ... No. 10:

This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance as shown in Part (2) of this packet. The concept of “supplied jurisdiction” is never mentioned in the Catholic worldwide Council writings or in the Denzinger, Sources of Catholic Dogma ... if “supplied jurisdiction” was a Catholic teaching it would have to be in these writings.
Tissier is committing further deception here in that there are no Catholic priests in the sspx because the sspx is a 

non-Catholic entity since they are in violation of Catholic Dogma. Being in heresy against even a single Dogma makes an organization into a non-Catholic entity.

Vatican Council of 1870, Chapter 3, Part 9: On the ... primacy of the Roman Pontiff > 
"So, then, if anyone says that the Roman Pontiff has merely an office of supervision and guidance, and not the full and supreme power of jurisdiction over the whole Church, and this not only in matters of faith and morals, but also in those which concern the discipline and government of the Church dispersed throughout the whole world; or that he has only the principal part, but not the absolute fullness, of this supreme power; or that this power of his is not ordinary and immediate both over all and each of the churches and over all and each of the pastors and faithful: let him be anathema."

(7) The heresy in the 1917 Code of Canon Law ... and the state of the soul
who promulgated this Code
There is heresy in the 1917 Code besides the heresy of “supplied jurisdiction”. Pope Pius X on 19 March 1904 established a commission to standardize the Canon Law of the Church which varied from region to region. Pius X died before this task was completed and the Code which was promulgated to the world contains heresy against various Catholic Dogmas. There is a connection between the heresy in the Code and the heresy in the “encyclicals” of “Benedict XV” - both shown in this Part (7).
The “encyclicals” of “Benedict XV” have obvious heresy in them such as “the Church doesn’t have unity” (this is heresy), calling heretic nations “Christian” (this is heresy), stating that heretics and pagans are not excluded from the redemption (this is heresy), stating that the whole human race is related to the Church “in different ways” (this is heresy).
Did “Benedict XV” who authored heresies as he did ... have any problems promoting the heresy of “supplied jurisdiction”?
The heretical Canon 1258 - of the 1917 code: 
“It is unlawful for the faithful to assist in any active manner, or to take part in the sacred services of non-Catholics. At funerals of non-Catholics, at their marriages, and similar solemnities, provided there is no danger of perversion or scandal, passive or merely material presence on account of a civil office or for the purpose of showing respect to a person may be tolerated for a grave reason ...” 
Catholic correction:
This canon tells Catholics to commit heresy against the Salvation Dogma of the Church by going to the funerals of heretics (“lutheran”, “baptist”, “methodist”, etc.) or pagans (“jew”, “mohammedan”, “buddist”, “hindu”, etc.) and while you are there lie and make believe that the heretic or pagan is not in Hell ... by “showing respect” to the dead anti-Christ heretic or pagan. This canon is clearly heretical because it recommends that a heretical action can be taken against the Salvation Dogma.
This canon is heresy by attacking the Dogmas on Original Sin, Redemption, Salvation, and Baptism -- and blasphemes the Catholic God.  
Lateran Council, Pope Saint Martin I, Canon 18, 649 A.D. >
"If anyone according to the holy Fathers, harmoniously with us and likewise with the Faith, does not with mind and lips reject and anathematize all the most abominable heretics together with their impious writings even to one least portion, whom the Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church of God ... rejects and anathematizes ... let such a person be condemned."
--  --
The heretical Canon 209 - of the 1917 code:

“In common error or in positive or probable doubt about either law or fact, the Church supplies jurisdiction: for both the external and internal forum.”

Catholic correction:
This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance covered in Part (2) of this packet, such as:

Vatican Council of 1870, Chapter 1, Part 6: On the institution of the Apostolic Primacy in Blessed Peter > 
"Therefore, if anyone says that Blessed Peter the Apostle was not appointed by Christ the Lord as prince of all the Apostles and visible head of the whole church militant; or that it was a primacy of honour only and not one of true and proper jurisdiction that he directly and immediately received from our Lord Jesus Christ Himself: let him be anathema."

--  --

The heretical Canon 1239 - of the 1917 code: 
“Unbaptized persons may not receive ecclesiastical burial, with the exception of catechumens who, through no fault of theirs, die without having received baptism, and therefore to be regarded as among those baptized.”
Catholic correction:
The Catholic Church teaches exactly the opposite of this canon as seen here:
Pope St. Leo the Great, Council of Chalcedon, Letter to Flavian section, 451 A.D. -- Ex-Cathedra Dogma >
“For there are three who give testimony - Spirit and water and blood. And the three are one. In other words, the Spirit of Sanctification and the Blood of Redemption and the water of baptism. These three are one and remain indivisible. None of them is separable from its link with the others.” 

(Note: Dogma that sanctification (justification) of the human soul cannot be separated from water baptism.)
Council of Trent, Session 5, Decree Concerning Original Sin, Paragraph 4, 1546 A.D., Ex-Cathedra Dogma > 
"Even infants, who could not as yet commit any sin of themselves, are for this cause truly baptized for the remission of sins, that in them that may be cleansed away by regeneration, which they have contracted by generation. For, unless a man be born again of water and the Holy Spirit, he cannot enter into the Kingdom of God."
Saint Ambrose, Doctor of the Church > 
"One is the Baptism which the Church administers, of water and the Holy Spirit, with which catechumens need to be baptized. Nor does the mystery of regeneration exist at all without water. Now, even the catechumen believes; but, unless he be baptized, he cannot receive remission of his sins."

Catholic writing of 1 Saint John 5:8 >

“And there are three that give testimony on earth: the Spirit, and the water, and the Blood: and these three are one.”
(Note: The Blood of Christ gives the power to the water for sanctification so that the Spirit can enter the soul.)
--  --
The heretical Canon 737 - of the 1917 code:

“Baptism... the Sacrament which, if we are to attain salvation, must be either actually received or at least desired - is given validly by ablution with truly natural water and the pronouncing of the prescribed form of words.”

Catholic correction:
This is heresy against the baptism Dogma of the Church. A man-made canon law cannot be used to reject a Divine Law. Sources of Dogma which show that there is no justification of the souls from Original Sin without water baptism include:
Council of Florence, Session 8, Source of Dogma, 22 November 1439 A.D. > 
"Holy baptism holds the first place among all the sacraments, for it is the gate of the spiritual life; through it we become members of Christ and of the body of the Church. Since death came into the world through one person, unless we are born again of water and the Spirit, we cannot, as Truth says, enter the Kingdom of Heaven."
Council of Trent, Seventh Session, Baptism Section, Source of Dogma, Canon 2 >

“If any one saith, that true and natural water is not of necessity for baptism, and, on that account, wrests, to some sort of metaphor, those words of our Lord Jesus Christ; Unless a man be born again of water and the Holy Spirit; let him be anathema.”
Dogma of the Catholic Church, Dogma Section IX, De Fide Dogma 6 > 
"Baptism by water (Baptismus fluminis) is, since the promulgation of the Gospel, necessary for all men without exception for salvation."
Dogma of the Catholic Church, Dogma Section IX, De Fide Dogma 2 > 
"The materia remota for the Sacrament of Baptism is true and natural water."
Note: The phrase “materia remota” is used by the Church because the heretics were saying that the proximate matter for baptism was water but if water isn’t available a different (remote) matter could be used. So the Church, in stating that the remote matter must be water, as well as the proximate matter, is defining water in all cases.
--  --
The heretical Canon 882 - of the 1917 code:
“In danger of death all priests and bishops, even those not approved for confessions, validly and licitly absolve all penitents whatsoever of all sins and censures whatsoever ...”

Catholic correction:
This is heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance in which the Church specifies jurisdictional confessors within the single hierarchy around the whole world under the See of Peter (not in place at this time), as the Dogma in Part (2) of this packet clearly states.
--  --
The heretical Canon 2261 - of the 1917 code:
§ 2. The faithful, with due regard for the prescription of Para 3, can for any just cause seek the Sacraments and Sacramentals from one (who is) excommunicated.
Catholic correction:
This is more amazing heresy against the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. Someone who is excommunicated from the Catholic Church cannot administer the sacraments of the Church, it is not permitted by the Holy Spirit.

The heretical Canon 1357 - of the 1917 code:
“§1. Without prejudice to the prescripts of cann. 508 and 976, a confessor can remit in the internal sacramental forum an undeclared latae sententiae censure of excommunication
Catholic correction:
The Church has defined that for one to re-enter the Church after being automatically excommunicated for heresy or for participation in a heretical society they have to make a formal abjuration before witnesses. See Section 19.1 of the website.
Pope Alexander III, Lateran Council III, AD 1179, Canon 27 > 
“... We likewise decree (...) that they should be subject in every way to the same sentence and penalty as the above-mentioned heretics and that they should not be received into the communion of the Church, unless they abjure their pernicious society and heresy.”
--  --
The non-Catholic Canon 1374 - of the 1917 code: 

“Catholic children shall not attend non-Catholic or undenominational schools, nor schools that are mixed (that is to say, open also to non-Catholics). The bishop of the dioceses alone has the right, in harmony with the instructions of the Holy See, to decide under what circumstances, and with what safeguards against perversion, that attendance of such schools by Catholic children may be tolerated.”
Catholic correction and interpretation:

In other words, send Catholic children in among heretics day after day until they lose their Faith, which leads to the loss of their soul.
Pope Pius IX, Amantissimus, 1862: 
“Since, venerable brothers, you well know that all hope of both sacred and public affairs depends on the right, salutary and religious education of children, it is of particular concern that from their tender years they attend Catholic schools where, diligently learning the truth of our religion and commandments, they will escape the danger of having their sensitive minds tainted with evil principles.”

Regarding the Spiritual State of the person who promulgated this heretical code

Selected heresies of “Benedict XV” in his “encyclicals”
Introduction:

I think we all realize, as did Mary Ball Martinez in her book “The Undermining of the Catholic Church”, that the apostates who voted for all of the anti-Christ heresy in the vatican-2 documents did not materialize out of thin air in 1962.

If you take a look through the “encyclicals” of “Benedict XV”, “Pius XI”, and “Pius XII” they read like the vatican-2 documents. It was these three who engineered the “vatican-2 council” and who put in place the people who would sign their approval to the vatican-2 heresy and thereby lose their offices as bishops (if they were not already automatically excommunicated for heresy). Obviously the proximate cause would have been “Pius XII” but the loss of Episcopal offices, by placing heretics into these offices, started much earlier than 1939. 
Please see Sections 20, 20.1, and 20.2 of the reference website for some of the heresies of “Benedict XV”, “Pius XI”, and “Pius XII” with selected Catholic corrections. We were surprised when we first saw these heresies, but we suspected it.
Since it was “Benedict XV” who issued the heretical 1917 Code we list here some of the heresy from his “encyclicals”. 
I list here just one Catholic correction for these heresies, other corrections are on Section 20 of the website. 
Given the clear heresies of “Benedict XV” in his encyclicals, one cannot rationally state that he was the least bit interested in promulgating a code which was free from heresies such as the heresy of “supplied jurisdiction”.

1.  Heresy by “Benedict XV”  -  Ad Beatissimi Apostolorum, Para 1: 
"For the whole of mankind was freed from the slavery of sin by the shedding of the blood of Jesus Christ as their ransom, and there is no one who is excluded from the benefit of this Redemption."

Catholic correction:

Pope Paul III, Council of Trent, Session 6, Chapter 3, 1547, Ex-cathedra > 

"But though He died for all, yet not all receive the benefit of His death, but only those whom the merit of His Passion is imparted."
Note: “Benedict XV” is lying by saying that the redemption applies to heretics and un-baptized pagans ... when it doesn’t.
--  --
2.  Heresy in - Spiritus Paraclitus, Para 68: 
"The voice of Jerome summons those Christian nations which have unhappily fallen away from Mother Church."

Catholic correction:

Trent, Session 7, Baptism Section, Canon 8 > 
”If anyone says that those baptized are free from all the precepts of holy Church, whether written or unwritten, so that they are not bound to observe them unless they should wish to submit to them of their own accord, let him be anathema.”
Note: “Benedict XV” is lying by saying that heretics are Christians. Heretics are not Christians.

3.  Heresy in - Ad Beatissimi Apostolorum, Para 1: 
"We cast our eyes over the flock committed to our care a numberless flock indeed, comprising in different ways the whole human race."

Catholic correction:

Pope Pius IX, Nostis et Nobiscum, 8 Dec 1849, Paragraph 10 > 
"In particular, ensure that the faithful are deeply and thoroughly convinced of the truth of the doctrine that the Catholic faith is necessary for attaining salvation. The Catholic laity and clergy should repeatedly offer special thanks to God in public prayers for the priceless gift of the Catholic religion. They should also beseech God to protect the profession of this faith in our country and to keep it unharmed."

Pope Pius IX, Qui Pluribus, On Faith and Religion, 9 Nov 1846, Paragraph 20 > 
"Never cease to instruct all men in it ... never tolerating and letting pass anything which could in the slightest degree defile the purity of this faith. With the same great strength of mind, foster in all men their unity with the Catholic Church, outside of which there is no salvation."
Dogmatic Athanasius Creed >
"Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the Catholic Faith. Which Faith except everyone do keep whole and undefiled, without doubt he shall perish everlastingly."

--  --

4. Heresy in - Pacem, Dei Munus Pulcherrimum, Para 21: 
"We humbly implore the Holy Spirit the Paraclete that He may graciously grant to the Church the gifts of unity and peace."

Catholic correction:

Pope Boniface VIII, Unam Sanctam, Nov. 18, 1302, Ex-Cathedra > 
"Urged by faith, we are obliged to believe and to maintain that the Church is One, Holy, Catholic, and also Apostolic. We believe in her firmly and we confess with simplicity that outside of her there is neither salvation nor the remission of sins.”
Note: Here “Benedict XV” is lying that the Church is not yet one (doesn’t have unity). By this means he is lying to the heretics by implying that they are Christians when they are not.
--  --

5. Heresy in - Spiritus Paraclitus, Para 69: 
"Our one desire for all the Church's children is that, being saturated with the Bible, they may arrive at the all surpassing knowledge of Jesus Christ."

 Catholic correction:

Vatican Council of 1870, Session 4, Chapter 4, Paragraph 9, Ex Cathedra > 
"We teach and define as a Divinely revealed Dogma that when the Roman pontiff speaks Ex Cathedra, that is, when, in the exercise of his office as shepherd and teacher of all Christians, in virtue of his supreme Apostolic authority, he defines a doctrine concerning faith or morals to be held by the whole Church."  
Note: By this heresy “Benedict XV” is saying that the Bible is the authority on faith, just like the heretics, who never get tired of lying in this way. By lying in this manner “Benedict XV” is denying the fact that the truth from Heaven is the Catholic Dogma, not the Bible. The Bible itself refutes this fraudulent statement by “Benedict XV”:
Catholic writing of 1 Timothy 3:15 >
"The house of God, which is the Church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth."
Catholic writing of Ephesians 3:10 > 
"That the manifold wisdom of God may be made known to the principalities and powers in heavenly places through the Church."

6. Heresy in - Pacem, Dei Munus Pulcherrimum, Para 4 : 
"The Christian life, which consists essentially in charity and the preaching of which is called the Gospel of peace."

Catholic correction:

Dogmatic Athanasius Creed: 
"Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the Catholic Faith. Which Faith except everyone do keep whole and undefiled, without doubt he shall perish everlastingly."

Pope Leo X, Fifth Lateran Council, Session 8, 1513, Ex-cathedra > 
"And since truth cannot contradict truth, we define that every statement contrary to the enlightened truth of the faith is totally false and we strictly forbid teaching otherwise to be permitted. We decree that all those who cling to erroneous statements of this kind, thus sowing heresies which are wholly condemned, should be avoided in every way and punished as detestable and odious heretics and infidels who are undermining the Catholic faith."
Believing the Catholic Dogma is the essential part of the Christian life, because if you don’t believe the Catholic Dogma you are not a Christian, you’re automatically excommunicated for heresy ... no matter how charitable and peaceful you are.

7. Heresy in - Pacem, Dei Munus Pulcherrimum, Para 19: 
"We turn affectionately to all our children and conjure them in the name of Our Lord Jesus Christ to forget mutual differences and offences and draw together in the bonds of Christian charity, from which none are excluded and within which none are strangers."

Catholic correction:
Obviously the Church teaches exactly the opposite of this heresy by “Benedict XV” as shown below and on Sections 1, 2, 3, 5, 7, and 9 of the website. Again “Benedict XV” is implying that heretics are Christians, which they’re not. 

Jesus Christ, through the Church, teaches that we cannot “forget mutual differences and offenses” and still get to Heaven, because if we “forget mutual differences and offenses” we’re automatically excommunicated for heresy:

"You must also care for and defend the Catholic faith with episcopal strength and see that the flock entrusted to you stands to the end firm and unmoved in the faith. For unless one preserves the Faith entire and uninjured, he will without doubt perish forever."

(8) God does not command impossibilities regarding getting to Heaven.
The Catholic teaching on Necessity of Means and Necessity of Precept.
The definitions:
Necessity of Means:

Is a necessity that is said to be absolutely necessary when without it a certain end cannot possibly be reached.

Necessity of Precept:

Is a necessity that is based on a positive precept, commanding something the omission of which, unless culpable, does not absolutely prevent the reaching of the end.
--
In terms of getting to Heaven, the Catholic Church teaches that all of the Sacraments of the Church are necessary by a necessity of precept except water baptism which is necessary by a necessity of means.

This means that if the sacraments (besides water baptism) are available to us we must receive them otherwise we are culpable for not doing so. As the definition states, omission of them because of non-availability does not prevent you from attaining the end (Heaven) unless you reject them when they are available.
God does not command impossibilities, He is fully aware of the fact that Mass and Sacramental Confession is not available in these times because of the Catholic Church losing its buildings to the vatican-2 jew-heretic cult in 1965 and that other organizations are not sources of the sacraments because they are all in violation of the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance.

Does the non-availability of Mass and Confession mean we cannot be Catholic and we cannot get to Heaven? No it doesn’t.

Besides water baptism, the only other requirement which is necessary by a necessity of means (must have to get to Heaven) is believing all of the Catholic Dogmas (including the Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance), some of the Catholic citations which address this requirement were listed in Part (5) of this packet.

Summary and Catholic Remedy
1. The “sspx” does not have a single Catholic priest or bishop … since Marcel Lefebvre was automatically excommunicated for heresy on 8 December 1965. The heresy of “supplied jurisdiction” cannot have any application in violating the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance or obviously in any other “application” in the Catholic Church. The notion of “supplied jurisdiction” is nowhere in the writings of the Catholic general (worldwide) Councils and nowhere in the Denzinger, Sources of Catholic Dogma ... it is complete heresy against the Catholic Faith.

4. Man-made Canon Laws are being illicitly used and “explained” in ways which do not apply and cannot apply ... in order to violate the Divine Law, the Catholic Dogma on Jurisdiction and Governance. This is completely illicit no matter how many times the words “supplied jurisdiction” or “supplies jurisdiction” shows up in Canon Law paragraphs.
5. The architect of the 1917 Code was “Cardinal” Gasparri (Cardinal is in quotes because Gasparri was automatically excommunicated for heresy because of the heresy he promoted in the code). Gasparri was shown by Mary Ball Martinez to be a subversive inside what used to be our Catholic buildings, working for “Benedict XV”.
